4. Concern over BOR moratorium on new degree programs was voiced.
a. Proposal will move forward due to the perceived needs in response to a changing job market.
5. Concern was voiced over housing the ENVS program in IDS.
a. Interdisciplinary nature.
b. Various concentration areas.
c. College of Science and Mathematics declined to house this degree.
d. Draws on a variety of faculty and expertise.
6. Currently 27 majors in the Integrative Studies Degree without advertisements.
7. Patterson will act as the Coordinator of the program.
8. Concern was voiced over the high number of Geography courses.
