 letters. The TA program is only available to applicants who apply by the Priority Deadline, February 1st. Another requirement is a 3.0 GPA in a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree. The TA program is a very demanding endeavor… working full-time is not recommended while being a TA.
                            First Year     Fall Semester and Spring Semester
Students will receive a stipend, $5500.00 for fall and spring semesters. A tuition waiver is given with the exception of student fees. Registering for three classes each semester of 
the first year to earn the 18 credit hours necessary for adjunct faculty status your second year. In Fall, you will tutor in the Writing Center. In Spring, you will also “shadow” an English composition class with a faculty member. You will attend all class meetings, spend planning time with that faculty member, and have a chance to lead a class and grade student papers. This experience will help prepare you for your own classroom the following fall.
                           Second Year   Fall Semester and Spring Semester
Students will have earned the eighteen credit hours and will be given two sections of freshman English for fall and spring semester. A member of the faculty will supervise the teaching practices.  The tuition waiver with the exception of student fees is continued and only six course credit hours each semester .The stipend is $5500.00 for each semester.


   Third Year   One Semester Fall Semester or the full year, Fall and Spring
By the fifth semester, the TA will be given “their own” two sections of freshman English classes. The TA will enroll in their last course requirement, a thesis, practicum or portfolio for fall semester or for fall and spring semester, enrolling in 3 credit hours of the capstone each semester if you choose a two semester plan .In the fifth or sixth semester the stipend is $5500.00 for the semester with the tuition waiver.
Note: Course Credit Hours cannot exceed 36 hours. The tuition waiver is valid your last semester with just 3 credit hours in case you take additional credit hours your second year 
or begin the capstone in the fourth semester.
